But Taylor is not unique : The only other man to suffer two double run-outs was a long time team mate of his, Ian Healy – both times against the West Indies, in Georgetown in 1990/91 and in Kingston in 1998/99.

Who has played the most one-day internationals without playing a test ?
The leader on this bittersweet list is India’s Suresh Raina, who has currently played 90 one-day internationals without so far appearing in a Test match. He took this record from Australia’s Ian Harvey, who played 73 ODIs – but no tests.

	Somerset V Worcestershire (B & H Cup 1979)
There have been some short one day games in history, but this encounter at New Road took it to new extremes. And it was nothing to do with the skill of a bowler. 

Brian Rose, the Somerset captain, realised that his team would qualify for the next round as long as they weren’t overtaken on strike rate (an old formula for splitting teams level on points, rather than today’s net run rate), and so took the rules of the competition to the extreme.

At the time there was nothing to say that a side couldn’t declare, and after one over of Somerset’s innings Rose called his team in at 1 for 0. It meant they would lose the game, but the target was so small that it wouldn’t damage Somerset’s strike rate. 

Worcestershire knocked off the runs in ten balls, leaving a good sized crowd nonplussed, and the repercussions soon started. 
“I had no alternative,” Rose said. “The rules are laid down in black and white.” But the English Board did not agree and expelled Somerset from the competition.
