	Is it true that Ricky Ponting has been run out in Tests more often than anyone else? Who holds the record in ODIs?
Ricky Ponting’s run out against New Zealand last year was the 13th time he had been dismissed this way in tests, which indeed is a record. He previously shared it with two other Australians, Allan Border and Matthew Hayden. India’s Rahul Dravid has so far been run out 11 times in tests, while two West Indians, Carl Hooper and Garry Sobers, are also in double figures, with 10 each.
The record for one-day internationals is held by Sri Lanka’s Marvan Atapattu, who was run out 41 times in his 259 innings. 
What is the highest partnership in internationals by two left-handers?
The biggest stand between two left-handers in Tests is 322, by Brian Lara and Jimmy Adams for the West Indies’ fifth wicket against Australia in Kingston in 1998-99.
The one-day international record is almost as high : 286 (the third highest stand in all ODIs), by Upul Tharanga and Sanath Jayasuriya for Sri Lanka against England at Headingley in 2006.

	Throwing the bat 
Dermot Reeve was never shy of trying something different to annoy the opposition and his captaincy was a key to Warwickshire’s success in the 1990s. But when he started to throw his bat to the ground against Hampshire in 1996, it ruffled more than the usual number of feathers.
Raj Maru, the left-arm spinner, was bowling over the wicket into the rough and Reeve was trying to pad him away. To avoid the risk of being caught bat-pad, Reeve dropped his bat on 15 occasions during his 28 overs at the crease.
“I saw John Emburey do it some years ago against Norman Gifford after he had almost been caught off the glove,” Reeve said. “The next ball he simply dropped the bat. I’ve seen too many batsmen out because the ball has bounced off the pad onto the bat or glove, and if you drop the bat that cannot happen.”

The cricket authorities changed the law soon after so batsmen could not do this.
