	In July of this year Trent Johnston was bowling to Nitish Kumar of Canada in a one-day international. Johnston is 20 years older than Kumar. Has an age gap this big occurred before?
The biggest age gap that can be found in one-day internationals between a bowler and a batsman is 26 years, between Zimbabwe’s John Traicos (then 44) and Sachin Tendulkar (18) during a World Cup match in Hamilton in 1991-92.

In Tests, Wilfred Rhodes of England was 52 when he bowled against the West Indies in 1929-30 : in two of the Tests, West Indies included Derek Sealy, who was only 17 at the time. Rhodes caught and bowled him for 0 in the second of those, making it an age difference of 35 years. 

Does anyone have more not-outs in first class cricket than JT Hearne’s 318
Jack Hearne of Middlesex and England had 919 innings in a long first-class career that stretched from 1888-1923, and 318 of them were not outs. This is still not the record though. David Hunter, the little Yorkshire wicketkeeper, was not out in 351 of his 728 first-class innings between 1888 and 1909.

	Within the laws but against the spirit

	Arthur Heygate : Somerset v Sussex (1919)
Arthur Heygate had played a few games for Sussex before World War One, but severe player shortages led to his recall for a couple of games in 1919. 

At Taunton, so crippled was he by rheumatism that he had taken no part in the match, and as the game reached a conclusion he had changed. Sussex’s ninth wicket fell with the scores level, and so Heygate, still in his ordinary clothes, padded up and slowly and painfully hobbled out to the middle. Before he had reached the wicket, however, Somerset appealed and the umpires took off the bails and declared the game a tie.
No law regarding a player being timed out existed at the time, and so Heygate was listed as absent. The row rumbled on for days before the MCC ruled in favour of the umpire’s decision.
