On this day in 1994 Middlesex seamer Richard Johnson took all ten wickets in a match against Derbyshire. Derby were facing an innings defeat, so their top order went on the attack in the second innings. At tea, the 19 year old Johnson had seven wickets and only then did it cross anyone’s mind that he could be the first bowler to take a ten-for since 1964. Mike Gatting then bought Desmond Haynes on to bowl so that no wickets would fall at the other end. Johnson duly completed the feat.
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This day in 1959 was a landmark day for Peter May, who equalled Frank Woolley’s record of 52 consecutive test appearances. May then missed the next game. The record has been shattered many times since, and Allan Border now leads the way with 153 consecutive tests.
